ADOPTION AGREEMENT
1. I agree to keep my Greyhound on leash whenever it is outdoors, unless it is in a securely fenced-in area.
2. I agree to have my Greyhound wear the identification tag of GAGR on a sight hound collar at all times. If the tag is lost, I agree to notify GAGR immediately to get another tag.
3. I agree to notify GAGR immediately if my Greyhound is lost, stolen, or deceased. I will immediately notify Animal Control should my Greyhound get loose.
4. I agree to return the Greyhound to GAGR if at any time I desire to relinquish custody. I will not give the Greyhound away to any person without express permission from GAGR.
5. I agree not to use or allow my Greyhound to be used for any experimental or medical purpose.
6. I agree to put my Greyhound in a wire crate during the times when there are no people in my home or apartment, until such time that I am certain that the Greyhound is acclimated to my home and can safely be left uncrated. I understand that this is for the safety of the Greyhound and my home.
7. I agree to keep my Greyhound as an inside pet. I will not leave my Greyhound outside and unattended under any circumstances. I understand that I must allow my Greyhound to relieve itself at least 4 times a day and I further agree never to tie or chain my Greyhound outside. I will never let my Greyhound walk or run outdoors unleashed except in a secured fenced enclosure.
8. I agree to use heart worm preventative and to continue this treatment throughout its life. I further agree to provide humane care, maintain the yearly vaccinations required by law, and ensure that dental hygiene is maintained.
9. I will not attempt to hold GAGR or its volunteers responsible for any illness of my Greyhound or for any damages an/or injury which my Greyhound may do at any time in the future to any person or property including myself and any other parties that may come in contact with my Greyhound. I will accept any future liability with respect to my Greyhound and will indemnify and hold harmless GAGR for any damages or injuries.
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10. GAGR is a non-profit organization staffed by volunteers and any donations including adoption fees are non-refundable. This application will become part of GAGR records.
I certify that all statements made by me on this application are true and correct. I have read and agree to abide by the requirements set forth and agree to relinquish my Greyhound to GAGR if I violate these agreements. If I qualify and receive a Greyhound from GAGR, I will accept full responsibility for the Greyhound. I hereby waive GAGR of all responsibility for bodily injury or destruction of property caused by said Greyhound.
